Process of going to schools
Option 1: Fair with all the Mechinot
· Wear: Kol Ami Shirts-appropriate clothes→ Look neat and presentable
· Set up: Big poster, flyers, contact forms, laptop to fill in survey for open day
· The goal is to get as many people as you can to come to an open day 
· 1 person walking around with Candy and a flyer and encouraging them to come to our stand
· 2 people standing at the stall, answering questions, telling people about Mechina and values etc
· When people leave out stand you need to record their details (we will provide you with the sheet) THIS IS THE MOST IMPORTANT THING and don’t lose this sheet
· Day after-send as SMS saying something like this "Hi (name) thanks for visiting yesterday. We hope to see you at the open day on 13/14 December Have a good day, (name)
Option 2: 5-10 Mins stage time in a classroom
· You have roughly 5-10 minutes to try convince people to come to our Open day
· Use your presentations skills from Matan
· Talk about our Mechina's main values, your experience, highlights and answer questions
· After talking pass a form around with contact details (we will give it to you) leave some flyers in the classroom and our contact information and move to the next classroom
· Before you leave the schools make sure to pick up the forms from the classrooms
